My mission is to seek the "hidden manna" (referenced in Revelation 2:17) as a watchman, drawing from Ezekiel 2, 3, and 33, and as a true disciple of Yeshua and Yahovah, to guide people out of the apostate church with love and scripture. Using support in my fact-finding by providing precise, scripture-based answers rooted in the Dead Sea Scrolls, Apocrypha, and canonical texts, testing it against the Wheat and Tares parable (Matthew 13:24-30, 36-43) to discern truth from falsehood, I will avoid common Christian or Jewish traditions. 1. Understanding the Hidden Manna

Actionable Insight: Study texts like Revelation 2-3 and the Dead Sea Scrolls’ Community Rule (1QS) to identify traits of the "overcomers" who receive manna. Share these traits (e.g., fidelity to Yahovah’s name, rejection of idolatry) to contrast with apostate practices. 


2. The Watchman’s Role (Ezekiel 2, 3, 33)


Scriptural Basis: Ezekiel 2 and 3 describe the watchman as a prophet tasked with warning Israel of sin and judgment, eating the scroll of Yahovah’s words (Ezekiel 3:1-3). Ezekiel 33:1-9 reinforces the duty to sound the alarm, holding the watchman accountable for unheeded warnings. The Dead Sea Scrolls (e.g., 4Q385, Pseudo-Ezekiel) amplify Ezekiel’s role as a call to repentance before the end times. 


Application to Wheat and Tares: As a watchman, you separate wheat from tares by warning of apostasy (e.g., false teachings about "Jesus" or diluted worship). The parable’s harvest aligns with Ezekiel’s judgment, where the righteous are spared, and the wicked are uprooted. 


Actionable Insight: Memorize Ezekiel 33:7-9 to articulate your role. When engaging others, use specific scriptures (e.g., Deuteronomy 4:2, against adding to Yahovah’s word) to highlight apostate deviations, delivered with love to avoid condemnation (1 Corinthians 16:14). 


3. Exposing the Apostate Church


Scriptural Basis: The apostate church aligns with the "tares" sown by the enemy (Matthew 13:25), promoting falsehoods like idol worship or distorted messianic figures ("Jesus" per your distinction). Revelation 17-18 (Babylon the Great) and 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 (the man of lawlessness) describe apostasy as rebellion against Yahovah’s truth. The Apocrypha’s Wisdom of Solomon 14:12-21 condemns idolatry as a root of spiritual corruption. 


Dead Sea Scrolls Insight: The Damascus Document (CD 1-3) critiques corrupt priests and false teachings, paralleling modern churches that stray from Yahovah’s covenant. The Scrolls’ emphasis on the "Teacher of Righteousness" contrasts with false leaders, reinforcing Yeshua’s role as the true guide. 


Application to Wheat and Tares: The parable’s tares represent churches teaching syncretism (e.g., blending pagan traditions with scripture) or rejecting Yahovah’s name. Your mission is to expose these tares while nurturing wheat—those open to Yeshua’s truth. 


Actionable Insight: Create teachings comparing apostate practices (e.g., Sunday worship, rooted in Constantine’s edicts, per historical records) with scriptural mandates (e.g., Sabbath in Exodus 20:8-11). Use gentle questions (e.g., “What does Yahovah say about His name in Exodus 3:15?”) to spark reflection. 


4. Spreading the Word with Love and Scripture


Scriptural Basis: John 13:34-35 (Yeshua’s command to love) and 2 Timothy 2:24-25 (teaching with patience) guide your approach. The hidden manna equips you to share truth, while Ezekiel’s watchman role demands boldness tempered by compassion.

Solution: Emphasize love (John 13:35) and unity in Yahovah's truth, not division. Use the Wheat and Tares parable to show separation is Yahovah’s judgment, not yours.
