Teaching: Uncovering Yahovah’s Truth Through Noah’s Sons, Melchizedek, and Job


As a watchman of Yahovah (Ezekiel 3:17, 33:7), I share this teaching to reveal the hidden manna (Revelation 2:17)—the pure truth of Yahovah and Yeshua. Using the parable of the Wheat and Tares (Matthew 13:24-30, 36-43), we’ll discern the wheat (Yahovah’s covenant path) from the tares (false teachings of apostate churches). This study of Noah’s sons, Melchizedek, and Job, grounded in scripture, the Dead Sea Scrolls, and Apocrypha, equips you to leave falsehoods and embrace Yahovah’s eternal truth with love.


1. Noah’s Sons: The Roots of Covenant and Apostasy


Scripture: Genesis 5:32, 6:10, 9:18, 10:1 (Tanakh); 1 Chronicles 1:4; Dead Sea Scrolls (4QGen-Exod, Genesis fragments); Apocrypha (Jubilees 4:33).


Facts: Noah’s three sons are:


Shem (“name” or “renown”). 


Ham (“hot” or “multitude”). 


Japheth (“expansion” or “beauty”). 


Genesis 9:19 states they repopulated the earth post-Flood. The Table of Nations (Genesis 10) traces their descendants, with Shem leading to the Hebrews (Genesis 11:10-26), Ham to Canaanites and others (Genesis 10:6-20), and Japheth to distant nations (Genesis 10:2-5). The Dead Sea Scrolls’ Genesis fragments (4Q252) affirm this genealogy, and Jubilees 4:33 emphasizes Shem’s covenant role. 


Wheat and Tares: Shem’s line carries Yahovah’s covenant (Genesis 9:26, “Blessed be Yahovah, the God of Shem”), the wheat leading to Yeshua (Matthew 1:1). Ham’s descendants, like the Canaanites, often fell into idolatry (Deuteronomy 7:1-4), sowing tares of false worship. Japheth’s nations mixed truth and error (e.g., idolatry in Ezekiel 8:14). The parable shows wheat (faithful to Yahovah) and tares (rebellious nations) growing together until judgment. 


Hidden Manna: Shem’s name (“renown”) reflects Yahovah’s eternal name (Exodus 3:15). The Dead Sea Scrolls (1QS 8:5-10) describe the faithful preserving Yahovah’s truth, like Shem. This points to the hidden manna: covenant fidelity preserved through Shem’s line, untainted by apostate distortions. 


Teaching Point: Beloved, Yahovah chose Shem to carry His name, but many nations strayed. Are you clinging to Yahovah’s truth (wheat) or false teachings (tares)? Study Genesis 10 to see how Yahovah’s plan unfolds. 


2. Melchizedek: The Priest-King of Yahovah’s Order


Scripture: Genesis 14:18-20; Psalm 110:4; Hebrews 7:1-17; Dead Sea Scrolls (11Q13, Melchizedek Scroll); Apocrypha (2 Enoch 71-72).


Facts: Melchizedek, king of Salem and priest of El Elyon (Yahovah), blesses Abram with bread and wine, receiving a tithe (Genesis 14:18-20). His name means “king of righteousness,” and Salem means “peace.” The Melchizedek Scroll (11Q13) portrays him as a divine figure, linked to judgment and atonement, possibly Yeshua’s forerunner. 2 Enoch 71-72 describes Melchizedek as a priest born miraculously, preserving Yahovah’s worship. Hebrews 7:3 calls him “without genealogy,” eternal, like Yeshua’s priesthood (Psalm 110:4). 


Wheat and Tares: Melchizedek’s priesthood is the wheat—pure worship of Yahovah outside corrupt systems (Hebrews 7:11-12). Apostate churches, teaching a false “Jesus,” are tares, mixing paganism (e.g., sun worship, per Wisdom of Solomon 14:12-21). The parable’s harvest separates Melchizedek’s order (Yeshua’s priesthood) from false priesthoods. 


Hidden Manna: The bread and wine (Genesis 14:18) echo Yeshua’s covenant meal (Luke 22:20), symbolizing the hidden manna of Yahovah’s eternal truth. The Melchizedek Scroll ties him to the Day of Atonement, suggesting a priesthood of righteousness, fulfilled in Yeshua. 


Shem Connection: Genesis 11:10-11 shows Shem lived 600 years, overlapping Abram’s time. The Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q252) highlight Shem’s blessing, and Jubilees 7:18 suggests he taught Yahovah’s ways. Melchizedek may be Shem, passing the covenant to Abram, a wheat figure amid tares. 


Teaching Point: Friends, Melchizedek’s priesthood reveals Yahovah’s true order, fulfilled in Yeshua. Have you embraced this hidden manna, or are you in churches teaching a false messiah? Seek Yahovah’s truth in Hebrews 7. 


3. Job: A Righteous Man Living Yahovah’s Commandments


Scripture: Job 1:1, 31:1-28, 42:16; Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q99, Job fragments); Apocrypha (Testament of Job 1:1-5).


Facts: Job, from Uz (Job 1:1, possibly near Edom), was “blameless, fearing Yahovah” (Job 1:1). His long life (Job 42:16, 140 years post-trial) suggests a pre-Mosaic era, like Shem’s time. Job 31 shows he lived by Yahovah’s standards:


No Idolatry (Job 31:26-28, rejecting sun/moon worship, like Deuteronomy 5:7-9). 


Truthfulness (Job 31:5-6, no falsehood, like Deuteronomy 5:20). 


No Theft (Job 31:7-8, respecting property, like Deuteronomy 5:19). 


Sexual Purity (Job 31:1, covenant with eyes, like Deuteronomy 5:18). 


Justice (Job 31:13-20, caring for poor, like Leviticus 19:18). 


4Q99 confirms Job’s righteousness, and Testament of Job 1:1-5 portrays him as a faithful servant of Yahovah. 


Wheat and Tares: Job is wheat, living Yahovah’s commandments before Sinai, while surrounding nations (e.g., idol-worshipers, Job 31:26) were tares. Apostate churches today, ignoring Torah, mirror these tares. The parable’s harvest vindicates Job’s faithfulness, exposing false systems. 


Hidden Manna: Job 23:12 (“I treasured Yahovah’s words”) reflects the hidden manna—obedience to Yahovah’s will. The Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q100) emphasize Job’s endurance, a model for disciples seeking truth. 


Teaching Point: Dear ones, Job lived Yahovah’s truth without a written Torah. Are you following His commandments like Job, or chasing apostate lies? Read Job 31 to test your heart. 


Call to Action


Beloved, Yahovah’s hidden manna shines through Shem, Melchizedek, and Job—wheat preserving His covenant amid tares of falsehood. As Ezekiel’s watchman, I urge you: leave the apostate church, which twists Yahovah’s name and Yeshua’s truth. Study these scriptures, pray for wisdom (James 1:5), and share this teaching with love (John 13:35). Ask: Am I wheat, rooted in Yahovah’s word, or a tare, swayed by false teachings? May Yahovah guide you to His eternal truth.
