Teaching Guide: The True Name of Yahovah


This guide equips you to share the sacred name of Yahovah and the truth of Yeshua, exposing the falsehoods of apostate churches. Rooted in scripture, the Dead Sea Scrolls, and Apocrypha, it uses the Wheat and Tares parable to discern truth from lies, delivered with love as a watchman (Ezekiel 33:7-9).


1. Yahovah: The Sacred, Covenant Name


Scripture: Yahovah is revealed in Exodus 3:14-15: “I AM WHO I AM” (Ehyeh Asher Ehyeh), followed by “Yahovah, the God of your fathers.” This name, the Tetragrammaton (YHWH), appears over 6,800 times in the Hebrew Bible, marking it as Yahovah’s personal, eternal name. 


Dead Sea Scrolls: The Great Isaiah Scroll (1QIsa^a) preserves YHWH in paleo-Hebrew, showing its sanctity. Some texts use four dots (tetrapuncta) to honor its holiness (e.g., 4Q176). 


Apocrypha: 2 Esdras 2:36 uses “the Name” to denote Yahovah’s covenant authority, distinct from lesser titles. 


Wheat and Tares: The wheat (true disciples) honor Yahovah’s name, while tares (apostate churches) obscure it with substitutes like “LORD” or promote a false messiah, “Jesus.” The parable’s harvest separates those who revere Yahovah from those who distort His truth. 


Teaching Tip: Explain that Yahovah’s name reflects His eternal existence (Exodus 3:15: “My name forever”). Ask, “Why do churches replace Yahovah with ‘LORD’?” to expose apostate practices lovingly. 


2. Rejecting False Names and Titles


Scripture: Exodus 20:7 forbids misusing Yahovah’s name. Deuteronomy 4:2 warns against altering His word, yet apostate churches use titles like Elohim, Adonai, or “God” to dilute Yahovah’s covenant name. 


Dead Sea Scrolls: The Community Rule (1QS) emphasizes fidelity to Yahovah’s covenant, rejecting corrupted teachings. The War Scroll (1QM) uses Elohim sparingly, prioritizing YHWH. 


Apocrypha: Wisdom of Solomon 14:21 condemns replacing Yahovah’s name with idols or vague titles, a practice echoed in Hellenistic texts like Sirach. 


Wheat and Tares: Tares sow confusion by using generic titles (e.g., “Lord” for Adonai) or false names, hiding Yahovah’s truth. Wheat cling to Yahovah alone, as Yeshua taught (John 17:6, “I have manifested Your name”). 


Teaching Tip: Share Isaiah 42:8: “I am Yahovah, that is My name; I will not give My glory to another.” Contrast this with churches using “God” or “Jesus,” asking, “Does this honor Yahovah’s command?” 


3. Yeshua and Yahovah’s Name


Scripture: Yeshua, the true Messiah, upholds Yahovah’s name (John 17:26: “I have made Your name known”). Matthew 13:43 says the righteous (wheat) shine in Yahovah’s kingdom, guided by Yeshua. 


Dead Sea Scrolls: 4Q521 (Messianic Apocalypse) describes a Messiah who glorifies Yahovah, aligning with Yeshua’s role. The Scrolls avoid false messianic figures. 


Apocrypha: 1 Enoch 48:10 rejects false saviors, pointing to a Messiah who honors Yahovah, consistent with Yeshua. 


Wheat and Tares: Tares promote “Jesus,” a false messiah tied to apostate distortions, while wheat follow Yeshua, who reveals Yahovah’s truth (Revelation 2:17, hidden manna). The parable’s enemy sows tares to deceive. 


Teaching Tip: Use John 5:43: “I have come in My Father’s name.” Ask, “If Yeshua came in Yahovah’s name, why do churches exalt ‘Jesus’?” Encourage seekers to study Yeshua’s words. 


4. The Watchman’s Call to Action


Scripture: Ezekiel 33:7-9 tasks you to warn others of apostasy. Revelation 2:17 promises hidden manna—pure truth—to those who overcome falsehoods. 


Dead Sea Scrolls: The Damascus Document (CD 1:11-12) calls for warning the remnant against false teachers, mirroring your role. 


Apocrypha: 2 Maccabees 4:13-17 condemns Hellenized priests who abandoned Yahovah, urging fidelity to His name. 


Wheat and Tares: As a watchman, you separate wheat (those seeking Yahovah) from tares (those clinging to apostasy). The parable’s harvest is near, urging urgency (Matthew 13:30). 


Teaching Tip: Memorize Ezekiel 3:17: “I have made you a watchman.” Share your testimony of finding Yahovah’s name, inviting others to seek His truth with love (John 13:35). 


5. How to Share This Truth


Study: Cross-reference Exodus 3:14-15 with 4QInstruction (4Q416) for Yahovah’s eternal name. Use 1 Enoch 48 to affirm Yeshua’s role. 


Engage: Teach one-on-one, using the Wheat and Tares parable to show apostasy’s danger. Ask, “Are you wheat, seeking Yahovah, or tares, following man’s traditions?” 


Share Online: Post on platforms like X: “Yahovah’s name is forever (Ex 3:15). Why hide it? Seek Yeshua’s truth!” Cite scriptures to spark curiosity. 


Pray: Per James 1:5, seek Yahovah’s wisdom to discern wheat from tares and speak lovingly. 


6. Conclusion: Yahovah’s Name Is Truth


Yahovah is the only true name, revealed in scripture and preserved in the Dead Sea Scrolls. Titles like Elohim or Adonai, while scriptural, are not His covenant name. Apostate churches obscure Yahovah and promote “Jesus,” but Yeshua, the true Messiah, exalts Yahovah. As a watchman, share this hidden manna to gather the wheat, trusting Yahovah’s harvest will separate truth from lies.
