Evidence Disproving the Trinity from the Bible, Dead Sea Scrolls, Apocrypha, and Other Texts


This analysis examines textual evidence from the Bible, Dead Sea Scrolls, Apocrypha, and additional biblical passages to challenge the concept of the Trinity. The focus is on Yahovah’s singularity and Yeshua’s subordination, relying solely on the texts themselves without doctrinal interpretation.


Biblical Evidence


Old Testament


The Old Testament consistently presents Yahovah as the singular, unique God.


Deuteronomy 6:4: “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one.” This statement, known as the Shema, emphasizes Yahovah’s absolute oneness, leaving no room for multiple persons within the Godhead. 


Isaiah 45:5: “I am the Lord, and there is no other; besides me there is no God.” This reinforces Yahovah’s exclusive sovereignty, contradicting the idea of a triune deity. 


New Testament


The New Testament distinguishes Yeshua from Yahovah, portraying him as subordinate.


Mark 12:29: Yeshua quotes Deuteronomy 6:4, saying, “The first of all the commandments is, ‘Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one.’” His affirmation of Yahovah’s singularity aligns with the Old Testament. 


John 17:3: Yeshua prays, “This is eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have sent.” He identifies Yahovah as the sole true God and himself as one sent by Him, suggesting a distinction and hierarchy. 


1 Corinthians 15:28: “When all things are subjected to him, then the Son himself will also be subjected to him who put all things in subjection under him, that God may be all in all.” This depicts Yeshua submitting to Yahovah, indicating subordination rather than co-equality. 


Dead Sea Scrolls Evidence


The Dead Sea Scrolls, from the Second Temple period, reflect a strict monotheism with no hint of a triune God.


Community Rule (1QS 3:25-26): “For God has established the spirits in equal measure until the final end, and has set everlasting hatred between their divisions.” This text focuses on Yahovah’s sole authority over creation, with no mention of multiple divine persons. 


War Scroll (1QM 10:8-9): “You are the God of our fathers, and we will praise your name forever. We are the people of your inheritance.” Yahovah is praised as the only God, consistent with monotheistic belief, without reference to a Trinity. 


Apocryphal Evidence


The Apocrypha, written during the intertestamental period, further supports Yahovah’s singularity.


Sirach 1:8: “There is one wise and greatly to be feared, the Lord sitting upon his throne.” This highlights Yahovah’s unique authority, with no indication of a shared Godhead. 


Wisdom of Solomon 2:13: “He professes to have knowledge of God, and calls himself a child of the Lord.” The righteous figure relates to a singular God, not a triune entity. 


Additional Biblical Texts


Other New Testament passages reinforce the distinction and hierarchy between Yahovah and Yeshua.


John 14:28: Yeshua states, “The Father is greater than I.” This direct admission of subordination challenges the notion of co-equality in the Trinity. 


1 Timothy 2:5: “For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.” This separates Yahovah as the one God from Yeshua as the mediator, emphasizing their distinct roles. 


John 1:1: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.” While this suggests divinity for the Word (Yeshua), the phrase “with God” implies a distinction, and later verses (e.g., John 14:28) clarify subordination. 
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Conclusion


The Bible, Dead Sea Scrolls, Apocrypha, and additional texts consistently emphasize Yahovah’s singularity and Yeshua’s subordinate role. The absence of explicit triune language and the clear distinction between Yahovah and Yeshua across these sources suggest that the Trinity is not supported by the original texts. Instead, they point to a strict monotheism where Yahovah alone is God, and Yeshua is His distinct, subordinate agent.
