the “jot and tittle” means that every unfulfilled prophecy (I.E. the Day of the Lord, Joel 3 the restoration of Israel, Jeremiah 31) remains valid and will be precisely fulfilled. It affirms the reliability of the scriptures, including prophecies. If even the smallest detail is preserved, then major prophetic promises such as the Messiah’s reign (Isaiah 9) or the judgment of nations (Ezekiel 38–39)aretrustworthy.





Yahovah’s Truth vs. Apostasy


As a watchman (Ezekiel 2:1-7, 3:17-21, 33:7-9), I share Yahovah’s truth to reveal the hidden manna (Revelation 2:17)—pure wisdom for those who follow Yeshua, the true Messiah. The Wheat and Tares parable (Matthew 13:24-30, 36-43) shows Yahovah’s faithful (wheat) growing alongside deceivers (tares) sown by the enemy. I will expose apostate teachings, equip you with scripture—including the Dead Sea Scrolls and Apocrypha—and call you to embrace Yahovah’s full word with love.


1. Yahovah’s Word Is Complete and Eternal


Yahovah’s scriptures—Law, Prophets, Writings, Yeshua’s teachings, and Apocrypha—are His inspired guide for life. The Dead Sea Scrolls (1QS, Community Rule) emphasize obedience to His covenant as the path to truth.


Matthew 13:38-39 (Wheat and Tares): “The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one; the enemy that sowed them is the devil.” Wheat follows Yahovah’s full word; tares follow distortions. 


Psalm 119:89: “For ever, O Yahovah, thy word is settled in heaven.” His word, from Genesis to Revelation, endures unchanging. 


Wisdom of Solomon 7:24-27 (Apocrypha): “Wisdom is more moving than any motion… she is the brightness of the everlasting light.” Yahovah’s wisdom, revealed in all scripture, guides the faithful. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q504, Words of the Luminaries): “You have engraved your ordinances… that we may not stray from your truth.” Yahovah’s word is a safeguard against deception. 


Why It Matters: Tares (apostate teachers) ignore parts of scripture, like the Law or Apocrypha, weakening obedience. Wheat seeks Yahovah’s whole counsel to receive hidden manna. 


Teaching Tip: Ask, “Does Yahovah’s word in Psalm 119:89 change? Why do some reject His Law or Apocrypha?” Share with love to spark reflection.


2. Yeshua Affirmed Yahovah’s Full Word


Yeshua, the Messiah, upheld every part of Yahovah’s scriptures, showing their eternal relevance. Following Him means embracing all His teachings reveal.


Matthew 5:17-18: “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil… one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.” Yeshua perfected the Law’s purpose, not abolished it. 


Matthew 13:43 (Wheat and Tares): “Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father.” Wheat follows Yeshua’s example, keeping Yahovah’s word; tares dismiss it as “old.” 


Sirach 24:23-25 (Apocrypha): “All these things are the book of the covenant of the most high God, even the law which Moses commanded.” The Law, upheld by Yeshua, is Yahovah’s covenant. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q521, Messianic Apocalypse): “The heavens and earth will listen to His Messiah… He will honor the pious upon the throne of an eternal kingdom.” Yeshua’s role aligns with the Law and Prophets. 


Why It Matters: Tares claim Yeshua replaced the Law, contradicting His words. Wheat honors Yahovah’s scriptures as He did, preparing for His return. 


Teaching Tip: Gently ask, “If Yeshua upheld the Law (Matthew 5:17), why do some call it outdated?” Use His words to guide discussion.


3. Apostate Teachers Sow Tares


Yahovah warns of deceivers who twist His word, leading people into apostasy—abandoning His truth. The Wheat and Tares parable shows tares growing in churches, mimicking wheat but bearing no fruit.


Jeremiah 23:21-22: “I have not sent these prophets, yet they ran… if they had stood in my counsel, and had caused my people to hear my words, then they should have turned them from their evil way.” False teachers speak their own ideas, not Yahovah’s. 


2 Peter 2:1: “False teachers among you… privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord.” Tares deny Yahovah and Yeshua by distorting scripture. 


2 Maccabees 7:30-31 (Apocrypha): “The Creator of the world… will not forsake His own people.” Apostates forsake Yahovah for worldly ways, unlike faithful wheat. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (CD 1:13-18, Damascus Document): “They were unfaithful… they preferred the desires of their heart.” Apostasy mirrors the Scrolls’ warnings of straying from Yahovah’s covenant. 


Why It Matters: Tares promote practices like renaming Yahovah or worshipping a false messiah (“Jesus”), deceiving many. Wheat tests all teachings against scripture. 


Teaching Tip: Share Jeremiah 23:21 and ask, “How do we know if a teacher speaks Yahovah’s words?” Encourage testing with scripture, not traditions.


4. Yahovah’s Word Protects from Deception


Obeying all of Yahovah’s scriptures guards against tares’ lies, ensuring you walk in truth as Yeshua’s disciple.


Deuteronomy 4:2: “Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye diminish ought from it.” Altering Yahovah’s word invites deception. 


Matthew 13:30 (Wheat and Tares): “Let both grow together until the harvest… gather first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.” Wheat clings to Yahovah’s word, awaiting His judgment on tares. 


Baruch 4:1-2 (Apocrypha): “This is the book of the commandments of God… all that keep it shall come to life.” Obedience to scripture ensures eternal life. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (1QM, War Scroll): “Truth is the strength of those who walk in your ways.” Yahovah’s word fortifies against falsehood. 


Why It Matters: Tares twist scripture to justify sin or worldly gain. Wheat studies all of Yahovah’s word to discern truth and prepare for Yeshua’s kingdom. 


Teaching Tip: Ask, “How does Deuteronomy 4:2 protect us from false teachings?” Share examples of added traditions (e.g., renaming Yahovah) to clarify.


5. Call to Action: Seek Yahovah’s Truth


Yahovah calls you to separate from tares, study His full word, and follow Yeshua with love, preparing for the hidden manna and His kingdom.


Ezekiel 33:7-9: “I have set thee a watchman… warn the wicked from his wicked way.” As a watchman, warn others of apostasy with scripture and compassion. 


2 Corinthians 6:17: “Come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith Yahovah.” Leave systems teaching falsehoods to align with Yahovah. 


Sirach 1:1-2 (Apocrypha): “All wisdom cometh from the Lord… who can number the sand of the sea, and the drops of rain?” Seek Yahovah’s wisdom in all scripture. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q416, 4QInstruction): “Seek His statutes day and night… so you may know the paths of righteousness.” Daily study reveals truth. 


How to Start:


Study scriptures daily, cross-referencing with the Dead Sea Scrolls and Apocrypha (e.g., 4Q521 for Yeshua’s role). 


Test teachings against Yahovah’s word, like the Bereans (Acts 17:11). 


Share truth lovingly, using the Wheat and Tares parable to explain separation. 


Pray for wisdom (James 1:5) to discern wheat from tares. 


Teaching Tip: Share Ezekiel 33:7 and ask, “What does Yahovah expect of us as watchmen?” Encourage daily scripture study with a small group.


Conclusion


Yahovah’s word—Law, Prophets, Yeshua’s teachings, Apocrypha, and Dead Sea Scrolls—is eternal truth (Psalm 119:89). Yeshua upheld it (Matthew 5:17), and wheat follows His lead, while tares in apostate systems sow lies (Jeremiah 23:21). As a watchman, warn others with love, using all scripture to reveal the hidden manna (Revelation 2:17).
