Yahovah’s Eternal Instructions for Holy Living


As a watchman (Ezekiel 3:17, 33:7), I share Yahovah’s truth to guide you out of falsehood, using the Wheat and Tares parable (Matthew 13:24-30, 36-43). The "wheat" are those who obey Yahovah’s commands, while the "tares" follow lies sown by the enemy. By following the Ten Commandments, eating clean animals, and practicing rebuke, you align with Yahovah’s will, honor Yeshua, and receive the hidden manna (Revelation 2:17). Let’s explore these truths from the Bible, Dead Sea Scrolls, and Apocrypha.


1. Follow the Ten Commandments


The Ten Commandments are Yahovah’s eternal guide for righteousness, upheld by Yeshua for all who seek Him.


Exodus 20:1-17: Yahovah spoke, “Thou shalt have no other gods before me… Thou shalt not kill, steal, or bear false witness.” These laws define holy living. 


Psalm 111:7-8: “The works of his hands are verity and judgment; all his commandments are sure. They stand fast for ever and ever.” 


Matthew 13:38-43 (Wheat and Tares): The wheat keep Yahovah’s commands, while tares chase false gods. At the harvest, the righteous shine, but tares are burned. 


Matthew 5:17-19: Yeshua declared, “I am not come to destroy the law, but to fulfil… Whosoever shall break one of these least commandments… shall be called least in the kingdom.” 


Sirach 2:16 (Apocrypha): “They that love [Yahovah] will keep his ways.” 


Dead Sea Scrolls (4QInstruction, 4Q416): The righteous guard Yahovah’s statutes to inherit eternal reward, unlike the wicked who stray. 


Why It Matters: The Ten Commandments separate wheat from tares. Obeying them shows love for Yahovah (John 14:15) and prepares you for His kingdom, unlike apostate teachings that dismiss them.


Action: Study Exodus 20 daily. Ask, “Am I honoring Yahovah alone?” Reject idols like wealth or false messiahs ("Jesus").


2. Eat Clean Animals


Yahovah’s dietary laws promote holiness and obedience, setting His people apart from the world’s defilement.


Leviticus 11:2-47: Yahovah said, “These are the beasts which ye shall eat… whatsoever parteth the hoof, and cheweth the cud.” Unclean animals (e.g., pigs, shellfish) defile the body. 


Isaiah 66:17: In the end, Yahovah judges those “eating swine’s flesh, and the abomination.” 


Matthew 13:25 (Wheat and Tares): Tares consume what Yahovah forbids, sown by the enemy’s lies, while wheat obey His design. 


Wisdom of Solomon 2:12 (Apocrypha): The ungodly “lie in wait for the righteous,” defiling themselves with unclean acts. 


Dead Sea Scrolls (Damascus Document, CD 12): The faithful avoid defilement to remain pure for Yahovah’s covenant. 


Why It Matters: Eating clean animals honors Yahovah’s design for health and holiness. Apostate churches ignore these laws, sowing tares by blending pagan practices.


Action: Read Leviticus 11. Choose clean foods (e.g., beef, salmon) and avoid unclean ones (e.g., pork). Pray for strength to obey.


3. Practice the Law of Rebuke


Rebuking sin with love restores sinners and keeps Yahovah’s people pure, as Yeshua taught.


Leviticus 19:17: “Thou shalt in any wise rebuke thy neighbour, and not suffer sin upon him.” 


Matthew 18:15: Yeshua said, “If thy brother trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault… thou hast gained thy brother.” 


Matthew 13:30 (Wheat and Tares): Rebuke helps wheat grow strong, while tares ignore correction until the harvest. Provberbs 12:1 and 13:1


Sirach 19:13 (Apocrypha): “Admonish a friend… give place to the law of the Lord.” 


Dead Sea Scrolls (Community Rule, 1QS 5:24-26): The faithful correct one another to uphold righteousness, avoiding the path of the wicked. 


Why It Matters: Loving rebuke separates wheat, who repent, from tares, who cling to sin. Apostate churches avoid correction, letting sin spread.


Action: If you see sin, pray, then gently share scripture (e.g., Leviticus 19:17). Approach with love, not judgment (2 Timothy 2:25).


4. Why Obey These Commands?


Obeying Yahovah’s instructions:


Honors Yahovah: “If ye love me, keep my commandments” (John 14:15). 


Follows Yeshua: He lived and taught the law (Matthew 22:37-40, loving Yahovah and neighbor). 


Prepares for the Kingdom: “Here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Yeshua” (Revelation 14:12). 


Baruch 4:1 (Apocrypha): “This is the book of the commandments of God… all that keep it shall come to life.” 


Dead Sea Scrolls (4Q521, Messianic Apocalypse): The righteous who obey Yahovah’s law receive His eternal reward through Yeshua. 


The Wheat and Tares parable warns: tares follow lies, but wheat obey Yahovah’s truth, receiving the hidden manna (Revelation 2:17).


5. Call to Action


Apostate churches sow tares, rejecting Yahovah’s name, Yeshua’s truth, and His commands. As wheat, you can:


Study: Read Exodus 20, Leviticus 11, and Matthew 18. Cross-check with Sirach and the Dead Sea Scrolls (e.g., 1QS). 


Obey: Live the Ten Commandments, eat clean, and rebuke lovingly. 


Share: Tell others, “Yahovah’s laws lead to life (Baruch 4:1). Will you seek His truth?” Use the Wheat and Tares parable to warn of judgment. 


Pray: Ask Yahovah for wisdom (James 1:5) to discern wheat from tares. 


Choose Yahovah’s eternal instructions over man’s lies. Be wheat, shining for Yeshua until the harvest!
